          “Fast & Furious” star Paul Walker killed in car crash

Santa Clarita, California (Taipei Post) -- Actor Paul Walker, the star of “Fast & Furious” died in a car crash in South California on Saturday. He was 40. 

Walker was in the passenger seat of a 2005 Porsche Carrera GT, driven by a racing team friend, that hit into a light pole and got fire in an office park in Santa Clarita, about 30 miles north of Hollywood.

The accident took place at about 3:30 p.m. just a few hundred yards from the shop owned by Rodas. Both men had taken part in a charity activity, Reach Out Worldwide, at the shop Saturday afternoon.

“We all heard a big sound from where we were,” Homes said. “It’s a little difficult to know what it was. Someone outdoors shouted and said there was a car fire. We all ran around to look for fire extinguishers and went to the car right away. The fire was so big that everything in the car was badly burned.

The police said the accident has something to do with speed. A 45 mph speed limit sign was put on the light pole knocked down by the Porsche, but the car was more than the limit. A specialist in cars thought that the car, which sold for $450,000 when new, was hard to drive, even for experienced drivers.
